How do we fail? Perhaps you have heard, or even
said: | thought you forgot where the church was; or
maybe, we are still here, dusting off your pew.

Make
the decision to humble yourself and realize that your
position isto “wash the feet” of all those who attend
service. When Jesus washed the feet of His disciples,
He took the lowest possible position and did what
would be considered the lowest possible job. Why?
Because that is what humbling yourself is all about.

Beginning now, get your attitude in line with Jesus.
When that person shows back up, or walksin the door
for thefirst time, don’t make a comment about being
lost, or dusting off ‘their pew’, or any of that. Instead,
shaketheir hand, welcomethem by simply saying: “it
IS great to see you today”.

Remember that the goal
is to get them to RETURN! And when they are
leaving, don't say: see you at Christmas. Bad idea.
Instead: “it was great having you today, you should
come again”. If they have kids let them know how
their children were a blessing.

Remember this is a huge chance to be the love of
Jesus. So begin preparing your mind right now.
